Abstract

Dr Leung analyzed genome-wide binding sites of Ago2 in wild-type
mouse embryonic stem cells and derivatives that lack mature
microRNAs, resulting in a highly validated set of microRNA targets.
Unexpectedly, we also identified a motif associated with

Ago2 independent of microRNAs.
